Observing 1 Peter 1:1-9

1Peter, an apostle of Jesus Christ, 
To God's elect, strangers in the world, 

scattered throughout Pontus, Galatia, 
Cappadocia, Asia and Bithynia, 2who have 
been chosen according to the foreknowledge 
of God the Father, through the sanctifying 
work of the Spirit, for obedience to Jesus 
Christ and sprinkling by his blood: 

Grace and peace be yours in abundance.
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3Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord 
Jesus Christ! In his great mercy he has given 
us new birth into a living hope through the 
resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, 
4and into an inheritance that can never 
perish, spoil or fade—kept in heaven for you, 
5who through faith are shielded by God's 
power until the coming of the salvation that is 
ready to be revealed in the last time.

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6In this you greatly rejoice, though now for a 
little while you may have had to suffer grief in 
all kinds of trials. 7These have come so that 
your faith—of greater worth than gold, which 
perishes even though refined by fire—may be 
proved genuine and may result in praise, glory 
and honor when Jesus Christ is revealed.

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8Though you have not seen him, you love 
him; and even though you do not see him 
now, you believe in him and are filled with an 
inexpressible and glorious joy, 9for you are 
receiving the goal of your faith, the salvation 
of your souls.

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Observing 2 Kings 7:3-9

3 Now there were four men with leprosy 
[a] at the entrance of the city gate. They 
said to each other, "Why stay here until 
we die? 4 If we say, 'We'll go into the city'-
the famine is there, and we will die. And if 
we stay here, we will die. So let's go over 
to the camp of the Arameans and 
surrender. If they spare us, we live; if they 
kill us, then we die." 
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Observing 2 Kings 7:3-9

5 At dusk they got up and went to the camp 
of the Arameans. When they reached the 
edge of the camp, not a man was there, 6 for 
the Lord had caused the Arameans to hear 
the sound of chariots and horses and a great 
army, so that they said to one another, "Look, 
the king of Israel has hired the Hittite and 
Egyptian kings to attack us!" 7 So they got up 
and fled in the dusk and abandoned their 
tents and their horses and donkeys. They left 
the camp as it was and ran for their lives.

8 The men who had leprosy reached the edge 
of the camp and entered one of the tents. 
They ate and drank, and carried away silver, 
gold and clothes, and went off and hid them. 
They returned and entered another tent and 
took some things from it and hid them also. 9 
Then they said to each other, "We're not 
doing right. This is a day of good news and 
we are keeping it to ourselves. If we wait until 
daylight, punishment will overtake us. Let's go 
at once and report this to the royal palace."
