Ezekiel 16:49-50 (New International Version)

49 " 'Now this was the sin of your sister Sodom: She and
her daughters were arrogant, overfed and unconcerned,;
they did not help the poor and needy. 50 They were
haughty and did detestable things before me. Therefore |
did away with them as you have seen.




Deuteronomy 15:10-12

10 Give generously to him and do so without a grudging
heart; then because of this the LORD your God will bless
you in all your work and in everything you put your hand
to. 11 There will always be poor people in the land.
Therefore | command you to be openhanded toward your
brothers and toward the poor and needy in your land.




Proverbs 14:31 (New International Version)
31 He who oppresses the poor shows contempt for their
Maker, but whoever is kind to the needy honors God.

Proverbs 29:6-8 (New International Version)
7 The righteous care about justice for the poor, but the
wicked have no such concern.




Matthew 11:4-6 (New International Version)

4Jesus replied, "Go back and report to John what you
hear and see: 5The blind receive sight, the lame walk,
those who have leprosy are cured, the deaf hear, the
dead are raised, and the good news is preached to the
poor. 6Blessed is the man who does not fall away on

account of me."

Psalm 68:4-6 (New International Version)

4 Sing to God, sing praise to his name, extol him who
rides on the clouds—nhis name is the LORD—and rejoice
before him. 5 A father to the fatherless, a defender of
widows, is God in his holy dwelling. 6 God sets the lonely
In families, he leads forth the prisoners with singing; but
the rebellious live in a sun-scorched land.




Deuteronomy 10:17-19 (New International Version)

17 For the LORD your God is God of gods and Lord of
lords, the great God, mighty and awesome, who shows
no partiality and accepts no bribes. 18 He defends the
cause of the fatherless and the widow, and loves the
alien, giving him food and clothing. 19 And you are to
love those who are aliens, for you yourselves were aliens

In Egypt.




Psalm 82:2-4 (New International Version)

2 "How long will you defend the unjust and show
partiality to the wicked? 3 Defend the cause of the weak
and fatherless; maintain the rights of the poor and
oppressed. 4 Rescue the weak and needy; deliver them
from the hand of the wicked.




|saiah 1:16-18 (New International Version)

16 wash and make yourselves clean. Take your evil deeds
out of my sight! Stop doing wrong, 17 learn to do right!
Seek justice, encourage the oppressed. Defend the cause
of the fatherless, plead the case of the widow. 18 "Come
now, let us reason together,” says the LORD. "Though your
sins are like scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though

they are red as crimson, they shall be like wool.




James 1:26-27 (New International Version)

261f anyone considers himself religious and yet does
not keep a tight rein on his tongue, he deceives
himself and his religion is worthless. 27Religion that
God our Father accepts as pure and faultless is this: to
look after orphans and widows in their distress and to
keep oneself from being polluted by the world.

Psalm 33:4-6 (New International Version)

4 For the word of the LORD is right and true; he is faithful in
all he does. 5 The LORD loves righteousness and justice,
the earth is full of his unfailing love.

Titus 1:9-11 (New International Version)
9He must hold firmly to the trustworthy message as it has
been taught, so that he can encourage others by sound

doctrine and refute those who oppose it. 10For there are
many rebellious people, mere talkers and
deceivers,...11They must be silenced, because they are
ruining whole households by teaching things they ought not
to teach—and that for the sake of dishonest gain.
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Titus 3:9-11 (New International Version)

9But avoid foolish controversies and genealogies and
arguments and quarrels about the law, because these are
unprofitable and useless. 10Warn a divisive person once,
and then warn him a second time. After that, have nothing
to do with him. 11You may be sure that such a man is
warped and sinful; he is self-condemned.

Psalm 89:13-15 (New International Version)

13 Your arm is endued with power; your hand is strong,
your right hand exalted. 14 Righteousness and justice are
the foundation of your throne; love and faithfulness go
before you. 15 Blessed are those who have learned to
acclaim you, who walk in the light of your presence, O
LORD.




Leviticus 19:14-16 (New International Version)

14 " 'Do not curse the deaf or put a stumbling block in
front of the blind, but fear your God. | am the LORD.
15 " 'Do not pervert justice; do not show partiality to
the poor or favoritism to the great, but judge your

neighbor fairly.




Matthew 23:22-24 (New International Version)

22And he who swears by heaven swears by God's
throne and by the one who sits on it.

23"Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you
hypocrites! You give a tenth of your spices—mint, dill
and cummin. But you have neglected the more important
matters of the law—justice, mercy and faithfulness. You
